Start-up Workflow

When you start with a new account,
the system will walk you through a
start-up workflow.

Although the SDS-GPS platform scales nicely on mobile devices, we recommend using a laptop or desktop for the best experience.

You don't need any medical records to participate. However, the patient's genetics report would be extremely valuable to parse
the results. If you have one, please have it ready to upload when prompted.

Step 1: Create an account

Request access to create an SDS-GPS
account on the Matrix platform at
https://sds-gpsx.acrossmatrix.com/
en-US/#/user-request

You will be asked to confirm your email address, create a password,
log in, and accept the Matrix platform Terms of Use.

Step 2:
Add patient's and caregiver's basic information

Basic information includes contact information and diagnosis.

If you create an account as a caregiver, you can add one or more
patients later.

First, fill out your information. Once done, you will arrive at your
dashboard, where you can add one or more patients using the “ADD
PATIENT" button.
